Approval of minutes for July 16, 2008 meeting

3.  Current Items and Activities

· Introductions:  there were no guests

· CACGN records: Wanish reported that a copy of the CACGN Records Retention Schedule has been sent to Natural Resources Agency records retention officer, Michael Cross, for Agency records. No CACGN records have been transferred to State Archives since the last meeting, and record preparation continues.  Wanish is to prepare a synopsis of the archiving procedure and method of accessing the archived records, as well as a list of what members should keep for a name record.

· Trembath Mountain letter follow up – CACGN appreciates being able to offer California’s input and opinion. Although we received no formal response to the letter, we note that the BGN is communicating well with our committee.  Steber pointed out that that BGN provides a written explanation in its records only when it does not approve a proposal. When BGN approves a proposal that we recommended against, Wheaton offered that knowing the reasons would be helpful. When Steber asked if CACGN would ever reconsider a recommendation it had made (in view of new information), it was noted that if the BGN had yet to consider such a proposal officially, the new information would be discussed and voted on. Afterwards, the Minutes from the last meeting would be updated and BGN notified.

· Mt. Morgenstern – Trumbly absent

· COGNA 2008 – Due to budget limitations no CACGN members or advisors were able to attend.
· Administrative naming – Various committee members have responded to several GNIS administrative name queries, which we are handling by e-mail outside of official meetings. We note that Administrative names are not a CACGN concern unless the issue is unclear and BGN asks for our input.

· Yahoo Maps re: names on CA maps – Noted: Commercial mapping (e.g., Yahoo Map Engineering) is increasingly spotting issues and generating names business. 
· Smartsville celebration – Wanish attended the Smartsville community celebration.  It was well attended by current and past residents, the Wheatland Jr. High band, county supervisors, etc.  All were well pleased at the restoration of “their” name.  Heull Howser was filming for a Timbuctoo/Smartsville California’s Gold program #11001.  Powers Peak also had a celebration.

Gates Mountain  – Steber presented Patterson’s report that the name had been located on the correct mountain on older maps, but had been shifted in more recent ones.  The county and Forest Service have no objections to placing the name at the correct location; there was no response from any tribes.  Moved and seconded that CACGN approve proposal that the name be moved to the correct location.

Region V (Chambers)

La Conchita – Proposed that the populated place known as Punta be officially named La Conchita as it has long been known locally.  Letters of support were received from Pedro Nava, Assembly Member, 33rd district, and the OES that uses the name La Conchita in emergency response situations.  No word was heard from the county except to request the committee take no action until law suites resulting from the 2005 landslide were resolved. This has come to pass and it was moved and seconded that the proposal be approved. 



Yea 3, Nay 0, absent 2.


The nearby cape Punta Gorda, GNIS Feature id 254178, on maps and nautical charts is not the subject of this proposal.

San Andreas Ridge –Chambers’ research shows that this proposal was made in the belief that the feature was unnamed. The feature is within a National Forest. The Forest Service contends that it has been known as East Table Mountain since 1925 and has made a counter proposal (Quarterly Review List 399).  The county is considering the two names at an upcoming Municipal Action Committee meeting.  In addition, the issue of name usage in emergency response situations will be investigated.  We decided for to defer the consideration of this proposal until the County finishes its work.
