Approval of minutes for January 16, 2008 meeting


The minutes were previously approved electronically by e-mail.   

3.  Current Items and Activities

a.
Introductions:  The attendees were introduced to Kathy Smith who represented the Smartsville proposal.  Former BLM advisor Jeff Owang also joined us.

b.
CACGN records: Wanish reported that as of March 4, 2008 we have a Records Retention Schedule, #08 061, in force for five years.  A copy will be sent to the Resources Agency.  Five boxes of records have been transferred to State Archives and a log has been created of CACGN records activities.  Wanish will finish preparing the records and deliver them to State Archives.  

Veisze reports that Digital Raster Graphics (DRG) data is now hosted online by State Archives, consisting of the complete set of USGS 7.5-minute Topographic Map sheets scanned in the 1990s and covering the entire extent of California.  

c.
West Linda e-mail vote:  all members agree that email votes (and perhaps voicemail votes) are acceptable as long as everyone has all the information and public notification of the date has been given in a timely manner.  

d.
Names previously considered by CACGN

Mt. Morgenson (Morgenstern on agenda), disapproved by the CACGN in January, has also been disproved by the BGN. 

It was suggested that each member keep track of BGN activity on his or her name to report to CACGN.  This would be especially important when the BGN decision does not follow CACGN recommendation. 


Sharsmith Peak has not been considered by the BGN. Chick Fagan, BGN National Parks member, has approached the proponent about choosing another feature outside of a Wilderness.


Sugarloaf: Steber reports there has been no BGN action on this name, which is a case of a name applied to the wrong feature.

Trembath Mountain letter – Follow up:


Steber is checking if BGN members are aware of CACGN concerns.

f.
COGNA 2008- Spero says there are no funds for him to attend. Chambers is going to try to go, and would be CACGN representative.  Wanish plans to go and Steber will be going.

Veisze will summarize for the Committee an issue he raised regarding the need for a Table of Authority for Topographic Map names in the state of California and scanned Digital Raster Graphics produced from them.

Review List 394


Region I (Patterson) 



Gates Mountain  – Deferred.

Uncle Lee Peak - Deferred twice for lack of response, we now have County approval, and one tribal response with no opinion; however the Forest Service does not recommend approval because the feature is in a wilderness area.  In addition, Steber reports the name is not widely known.

Moved and seconded that CACGN disapprove name as docketed because there is no overriding reason to make an exception to the Wilderness policy:

Yea 4, Nay 0, absent 1.

Region II (Wanish)

Kaye Creek – The committee voted to approve this name because the Forest Service has no objection and the proposed name fulfills the requirements for a commemorative name.  More than enough time has been allowed (there have been two deferrals in CACGN consideration) for response from Calaverasr County and any interested tribes. 

Moved and seconded that CACGN approve the name as docketed: Yea 4, Nay 0, absent 1.

Region II (Wanish)

Palama Creek  - Approval from the Ione Band of Miwok Indians. No response from Amador County. Previously deferred. 

Moved and seconded that CACGN approve conditionally if Amador County has no objection, otherwise disapprove: 

Yea 4, Nay 0, absent 1.


Region III (Spero)

Moon Mountain  - Received County approval and one Tribal response with no objection.

Moved and seconded that CACGN approve the name:

Yea 4, Nay 0, absent 1.


Region IV (Trumbly)

Roosevelt Point – Deferred because we have not heard from the National Park Service or the county, nor do we know if it is in a Wilderness or potential wilderness area. Trumbly has nothing against honoring Theodore Roosevelt (because of his role in the establishment of Yosemite and his actual presence in the valley at one time), however, he noted that Taft has a feature named for him without his ever having been there.  Veisze suggested and Spero concurred that this issue might prompt future involvement of a Park Service representative at committee meetings.

Region IV (Trumbly)

Powers Peak – County and Forest Service approved of this new commemorative name in the Sequoia National Forest for a forest employee.  A tribe and an historical society also sent letters of approval.

Moved and seconded that CACGN approve name: Yea 5, Nay 0.

Region II (Wanish)
Smartsville – In 19 47, in accordance with rule 6 of the 1933 PPP, BGN established the name as “Smartville” (i.e., without the possessive ‘s’).  Relevant current BGN policy (Chapter 5, PPP) does not advise against the possessive case, so along with evidence of overwhelming local usage, and approval of Yuba County and many other local and official entities, we recommend approval of ‘Smartsville’ as the official name.

Moved and seconded that CACGN approve the name as docketed: Yea 4, Nay 0, absent 1.
